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1. Velvet Foot - Flammulina velutipes (Fries) Karsten
Found on dead American Elm (Ulmus americana).
“Velutipes” refers to the black fuzzy, velvet-like, base of the stipe (mushroom stalk).
2. Artist's Fungus - Ganoderma applanatum (Persoon) Patouillard

Found on dead Cottonwood (Populus deltoides)
This bracket fungus is sometimes known as the "Artist's Fungus," since its pore surface bruises brown and retains the bruising for years if the mushroom is picked and brought inside.

3. Dryad’s Saddle - Polyporus squamosus Huds.: Fr.
Found on dead American Elm (Ulmus americana).
A polypored bracket fungus.  The specific epithet, “squamosus”, refers to the small scales on the upper surface of this fungus.

4. Turkey-tail Polypore – Trametes versicolor (L.: Fries) Pilát
Found on dead Black Cherry (Prunus serotina).
A polypored bracket fungus with a velvety upper surface that resembles the unfurled tailfeathers of a wild turkey.  Upper surface usually yellowish-brown with dingy whitish bands.  Can be confused with Trichaptum biforme.
5. Violet-edged Polypore - Trichaptum biforme (Fr. in Kl.) Ryvarden
Found on dead Black Cherry (Prunus serotina).
A polypored bracket fungus with a velvety upper surface.  Upper surface usually dingy whitish in color, but can be green due to algae.  Often found with the lichen Phaeocalicium polyporaeum growing on upper surface.  Lower spore producing surface violet colored near outer edge of the bracket.  Can be confused with Trametes versicolor.
6. Dead Man’s Fingers – Xylaria polymorpha (Pers.) Grev.
Found at base of dead American Elm (Ulmus americana).

7. Yellow Jelly Fungi - Dacryopinax spathularia 

Found on a log on a path near the wetlands.
“Xylaria" refers to growing on wood and "polymorpha" means many forms.  Black outer surface resembling “fingers” arising from the earth.  White inside.
